6.3 Attaching the Leftfoot
Accelerator to thefirewall

Fasten assembly plate "A"
to theshaftofthelLeftfoot
accelerator with bolt "N " or
"O" andbolt"R"
Thenfastenthe assembly
plate to thefirewall. A
suitable p laceonthe
firewall is, for example, at
the base ofthesteering
column.(Hereyouwill
oftenfind a good place for

fastening) (Fig. 7 .3)

Flexibility in the location of
the Leftfootacceleratorcan
be achievedbymoving the
pedalshafttotheother side
of theacceleratorplate
shown in figure 7 .4



6.4 Attaching the cable to
the originalAccelerator
Therange of motion canbe
adjusted frombothendsof
the cable. Also thelength
andangle d the pedal are
adjustable.(Fig 8.1) The
angle of thepedalis
controlled by anAllen
screw. Maké surethat the
nut is tightened after the
proper angle is achieved,

reventing the screw from
oosening and changing the
pedal angle.

6.5 Hinging theoriginal
Gas pedal

The useof the hinge is
important, a s the pedal
inuse,isthe only pedal
down. Fasten thehinge
and cut the shaft of the
edal between the two
inges. Fasten the two
hinges togetherwith
bolt™E" and nut"G".

There are twopossible
ways of attaching the
hinge dependin ont
original fgas pedal. Ifthe
shatft is for exam le
round, whereinth e
cable locks fit around it,
theapplication of the
hinge should take place
asin fig 9.1. Use nut
"H" t o tighten and
fasten thecableclamp.

Inthe case thatthe
cable clamp method
can not beused,drill
holes throughthe shaft
ofthe original pedal as
infig. 9.2. Use bolt "F"
andnut"H" for
fasteningthe hlnge to
theoriginal shatt.
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Alwayscheckthevehicle
when serviced, that no
movingparts are loose or too
tight.Also insure thatbolts,
nuts and screws aretight
enough. Check the working
order of thekick-down
switch.

6.6Assembly ofthe
kick-down switch.

The option of the kick-
down switch comes with
thepedal. Thisoptionis
connected to work in
place of the original kick
down, aswhenthe left
foot acceleratoris
down, theoriginal pedal
isup andtherefore the
original kick down
cannot beactivated
from theoriginal pedal.

The position of the kick-
down switch canbe
moved by loosening the
switchesscrewsand
moving itto thedesired
position.Rememberto
re-tightenthe screws.

Insure the working
order of the Leftfoot
accelerator andkick-
down switch bytest
driving the vehicle.
